To provide a language rich environment, two NETs (Native
English Teacher) are employed to conduct lessons. We aim to
enrich students’ learning experience by providing sufficient
opportunities to communicate in English as well as to increase
their confidence in speaking English.

To help our students demonstrate their highest potential during secondary
school interviews, our school has specially designed interview skills training
workshops for Primary 5 and 6 students. Apart from teaching effective strategies,
mock interviews and short presentations are done in the workshops.
